NOTE: When servicing, remove 90-95% of the existing grease prior
to installing Type ‘L’. Original grease may be similar in color but not
compatible with ‘L’. Clean gear assemblies with a clean, dry cloth.

Regarding parts to be lubricated:

* Brush a light coating of grease to all parts indicated.

» Apply 25g grease to right gearcase cavity.

* Apply 259 grease over crankshaft assembly in left gearcase.
