Installation Instructions

INTRODUCTION

These instructions cover the description and installation of the
AFALFGSMLO1A (small) and AFALFGLRGO1A (large) louvered
panel accessory for the FMC, and FMU, Ceiling Fan Coil units.

INSTALLATION

1. Cut opening in the ceiling to fit the louver panel opening size.
(18k/24k Units Fig. 1, 30k/36k Units Fig. 2)

2. Frame around the opening above the ceiling with structural
members to bear the weight of the louver panel.

3. Remove the screws from the louver panel so the louver panel hangs
from the frame by its hinges.

4. Use screws to secure the louver panel frame to the structural
framing above the ceiling.

5. If the louver panel opening is to be ducted to a cased ceiling coil,
fabricate a sleeve from above the ceiling. Seal all seams between
the louver panel frame and the casing.

NOTE: These racks are factory-ready for 2-in. thick filters.

6. For use with 2—in. thick filters:
a. The 2—in. thick filters do not require spacers. Store the filter rack
spacers bag for later use, if ever needed.
b. Insert filters into both filter racks.
c. Bend the 4 tabs (indicated with TAB notations, Fig. 3, Fig. 5) on
the filter racks to secure the filter in the rack. Fig. 5 — Tab (after bending) A240280
d. Verify that the filters cover the entire louvered area.
7. For use with 1-in. thick filters:
a. Remove the filter rack spacers from the bag that came along with
the louvered panel.
b. Insert filters into both filter racks.
c. Insert the spacers into the notches provided on the filter rack
(indicated by the 1” notations in Fig. 3, Fig. 4).
d. Bend the 4 tabs (indicated with TAB notations, Fig. 3, Fig. 5) on
the filter racks to secure the filter in the rack.
e. Verify that the filters cover the entire louvered area.

8. Close the louver panel and replace the screws that hold the louver
panel to the frame.
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
